Appraisal Request for 70-90 Pond St. 
Ms. Stickney advised that there were preliminary discussions with a non-profit for use of 70-90 Pond St 
for housing. She requested $5000 for an appraisal. 
 
Moved by Mr. Mikami, seconded by Ms. Murphy, that the sum of $5,000 be appropriated from the CPC 
administrative fund to do an appraisal of 70-90 Pond St. as a first step toward determining feasibility for 
development as affordable housing.  Passes 5-1 (Mr. Machado, Mr. Bears, Mr. Fletcher, Mr. Mikami, Ms. 
Murphy in favor; Ms. Raiss opposed) 
 
Gallivan House 
Ms. Raiss reported that the Historical Society is working on completing the restriction document.
