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Councilor O’Brien noted that placing the Council Clerk under control of the Town Clerk should only 
be a temporary fix.  The Town Clerk can help mentor a new Council Clerk and don’t know how the 
position could be only part-time. 
 
Councilor Clifford noted that there were many resumes received when the position was first 
established.  We should HR look into their files and see if there is any interest among this group. 
 
Councilor Powers believed that the services in the Town Clerk’s Office would be diminished if the 
position is absorbed in the Town Clerk’s Office.
